1. Inspect all functional operating mechanisms for maladjustment interfering with proper operation (safety – emergency stop, pendant, joystick, correct direction of motions, and brakes of all motions).
2. Inspect for deterioration or leakage in lines, tanks, valves, drain pumps, and other parts of air or hydraulic systems. 
3. Inspect the hooks to ensure no deformation or cracks (saddle wear – 10%, twist – any, throat opening – 5%, not to exceed ¼”, and latch).
4. Inspect hoist chains, including end connections, for excessive wear, twist, distorted links interfering with proper function, or stretch beyond manufacturer's recommendations. 
5. Inspect all functional operating mechanisms for excessive wear of components (hook block, sheaves, and hook). 
6. Inspect rope reeving for noncompliance with manufacturer's recommendations.
