5. Inspect for excessive wear on brake system parts, linings, pawls, and ratchets.
6. Inspect for load, wind, and other indicators over their full range, for any significant inaccuracies.
7. Inspect for gasoline, diesel, electric, or other powerplants for improper performance or noncompliance with applicable safety requirements.
8. Inspect for excessive wear of chain drive sprockets and excessive chain stretch.
